The new Printing Press Shoppe will conduct demonstrations employing traditional printmaking processes from the 16th century. Artists and printmakers will demonstrate the platen press, the roller press, lithographic stone marking methods, woodblock and linoleum block techniques.  Patrons will have the opportunity to help print and carve wood blocks.

As many as 1000 guests play along each day as integral characters in the game, sleuthing mysteries, and finding treasure. Guests will be able to sign up on line to get character assignments and clues. Also returning: RENCON, a convention geared for role play gaming and comic books. And the spectacular Wedding of the Century will be held on Sunday, September 25th for couples wishing make or renew their wedding vows in a romantic ceremony fit for a king and queen. 
October 1 and 2 ~ Pirate’s Ale Fest, featuring the Jolly Rogers. Aaaarr you ready to party like a pirate? Get your swagger on with the Pirate Pub Crawl, starting in the Trade Winds Adventure Cove. The illustrious Captain Goldtooth and his lovely sidekick, Iris, make a triumphant return to the Festival this year to hold court, sign autographs and judge outrageously funny contests such as the Talk Like a Pirate, Best Dressed Pirate, and Jack Sparrow Look-alike contests. And this weekend, you can get Corn on the Cob for $1. That’s a Buck-an-ear! 
October 8, 9 and 10 ~ Wine, Chocolate and Romance Weekend. Swoon over decadent chocolate and wine samples from area chocolatiers and wineries. The Kansas City Renaissance Festival is like walking through the gates of time to another age where guests from around the metro, the Midwest, the country and sometimes the world get a taste of 16th century life.  Almost 200,000 fans come to be a part of history whether learning how a blacksmith creates tools from iron, chatting about art and philosophy with Leonardo Da Vinci, practicing with the Queen’s lacers and seamstresses, shooting arrows with the infamous Black Archers, training with the Royal Guard or fighting barbarians in the Wildewood. Crowds are awed by performers on twenty stages of non- stop entertainment, including jousting by the knights of Joust Revolution four times a day. Entertainment runs continually through the shire with a wide variety of music, comedy, magic and choreographed combat. 

At every turn artisans can be seen demonstrating their talents in a wide variety of media. Ceramic ware, jewelry, clothing, accessories, games and toys, blown glass and intricate leather work can all be found with a 16th century spin. The process to exhibit at the Renaissance Festival includes a jury procedure that begins for each artisan months in advance. Only 165 exhibitors are honored each year. Giant copper dragons, fantastic fountains, hair braiding, exquisite jewelry and wearables are just part of the offerings in Canterbury. This Renaissance “mall” offers a unique shopping experience for those in search of memorable gifts and treasures.

For an extra special experience, book The Feaste of Fooles, at 1:00 p.m. each day. It’s our hilarious dinner theater, serving up laughs with a six course gourmet feast prepared by our own chef. Tickets are $54.95 and include one day’s admission to the Festival and a special edition goblet commemorating the adventure. Adult beverages start at $3.00 each. The Royal Smoker is hosted in the Wildwood at 4:30 p.m. each afternoon, by the Lord Mayor’s Company for an adult audience. The Royal Smoker offers cigars, ale and refreshments as well as a hour of “grown up comedy and song. Ticket prices are $9.95. Seating is limited. Tickets can be purchased inside the front gate, online, or at event entrances based on availability.

New this year, The Princess Tea Party. Join us at 2:00 p.m. for the Princess Tea party hosted by the Duchess. The queen will join in the merriment as we sing, play games and tell stories. It doesn’t matter if we are short or tall, big or small, there is Royal beauty inside.  As we partake of a meal of sweets and cucumber sandwiches, we will crown the princess hiding in all of us.  Tickets are $9.95.

Each year the Kansas City Renaissance Festival hosts between twenty and thirty weddings and 15-20 corporate parties, offering menus that include Festival favorites as well as delicacies only available for groups of ten or more. Birthdays, anniversaries, reunions and receptions for groups of up to a thousand are easily accommodated in this 16th century village.

Voted Best Family Festival/Special Event by The Greater Kansas City Convention and Visitors Association in 2010, the Kansas City Renaissance Festival has many attractions geared for families and children. The Children’s Realm has free take-home crafts and activities for the little ones. Knighting ceremonies by the King and Queen take place every day, turning your young ones into chivalrous knights and ladies. Kids will also enjoy the thrill of our many "man-powered" rides like the Flying Dragon, the Barrel of Bedlam and the Crows' Nest!
Each year, nearly 300 school groups ranging from elementary to high school travel to the Festival for a fun learning experience.  These groups hail from across Kansas and Missouri as well as Nebraska, Iowa, Arkansas and Oklahoma to complement their in-class learning with a fun, interactive view of life in the Renaissance and through the Living History Tour. www.kcrenfest.com has games and curriculum activities specifically designed to compliment what students learn at the Festival. 

The Festival began recycling efforts in 2007 with over fourteen tons of waste diverted from landfills in the first year. Over 20 tons of plastic, cardboard, paper and metal is expected to be collected this year. In addition the Festival will add glass recycling to the efforts through a partnership with Ripple Glass.
After over three decades of entertaining the Midwest with the sights and sounds of Renaissance England, this event has become almost synonymous with autumn in Kansas City. As guests have come to expect, Festival organizers and participants will offer an escape from this century and a chance to play, if only for a day, in the village of Canterbury. Where else can you feast like royalty, dance like gypsies, ride an elephant, quaff an ale with colorful villagers, shop among 165 skilled artisans and watch noble knights joust for honor all in the same day?
